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Letter from the President March 08

To All Ayrshire Breeders and Friends.

Once again welcome to you all. For those of us who have been able to continue to actively dairy farm,
the current record milk prices are very welcome, unfortunately feed and general farm costs continue to
rise taking a large portion of our increased milk prices. It has been good to see that during the past few
months many parts of Australia have had very good rainfall but there still are many waiting for good
rains. Here in South Australia we have just gone through 16 days in a row with temperatures over 35C
and in the month of March!!l. This is an Australian record for any capital city, at any time of the year,
with Adelaide beating Perth by an extra 6 days. The experts are saying that this was a once in 3000yrs
occurrence. We can only hope that it is. Dry weather is not only restricted to Australia. A recent phone
conversation to a New Zealand breeder revealed that many parts of their country was lacking in rain and
in severe drought (for them anyway)

A.A.B.A. Talks

At the Forum held last June, the major concern for the future of our breed was the problem of having two
Ayrshire organizations within Australia.

As previously mentioned in the Newsletter in August last year | had written a letter to the AABA
committee hoping to get together for talks to discuss our two groups getting back together to form one
combined organization. In November your Vice President, Lloyd Burgmann and | attended the AABA
committee meeting at the RAS in Melbourne to have initial talks and put forward our reasons for having
one Ayrshire group within Australia. We were again invited to Melbourne to another AABA Committee
meeting in February where documentation and information concerning financial reports, secretarial,
registrations, memberships etc were exchanged for both groups to view. Many gquestions were asked
and much discussion was held regarding the pros and cons of our proposal. The AABA committee wish
to now take this matter back to their members and we are now waiting for hopefully more positive
developments.

Until further notice all
registration fees regardless of the age of the anim  al will be $9.90.

This year at IDW there seemed to be quite a lot of interest and
gueries about heifers for sale.

Vale lan Bunn

It is sad to here of the recent passing of Mr lan Bunn. lan has been involved with Ayrshire Cattle all his
life. His father Alex started the “Wattle Park” Ayrshire stud in 1923 while his grandfather Myles
established the “Midbranch” stud in 1906, so lan grew up with Ayrshire’s and with his brother Lex took
over the running of “Wattle Park” and continued to farm at Tatura until his retirement. “Wattle Park” has
been one of the most successful studs at the Melbourne Royal Show winning numerous Championships
over many years of showing. “Wattle Park” cattle have also been sold to every state in Australia. lan was
a fine judge of dairy cattle and judged the Ayrshire’s at Adelaide, Brisbane and Sydney Royal Shows. At
the Sydney Royal he chose the Junior Champion Heifer as the Supreme Exhibit, something that doesn’t
usually occur. That animal just happened to be Parkvale Kamay Bangle, and the rest they say is history.

lan’s unbroken association with the Ayrshire breed continued through his daughter & son in law, Lynn &
Rob McCartney, “Midway Park”. lan would have been proud to see his daughter Lynn leading her way to
their first champion cow at IDW in January.

Ayrshire Australia members convey their deepest sympathy to all of lan’s family. The Ayrshire World has
certainly lost one of their great stalwarts.

Nation Wide Winners Savour Cheesmaker Win
A WA home economist, a fifth-generation Gippsland dairy farmer and a Tasmanian inspired by
innovations in technology have all scored a prestigious national award in Australian dairying.
Their passion to create superb cheeses from premium Australian milk has earned each an annual
cheese making scholarship awarded by Dairy Australia.
The scholarship offers highly sought-after tuition with Australia’s top cheesemakers.
Ros Garstone from Cowaramup, Jaidyn Canobie from Drouin West and Lynton Foster from Lindisfare will undertake a
series of part-time courses through the National Centre for Dairy Education — Australia.
They will receive hands-on experience and mentoring from three specialty cheese
manufacturers across Australia, including National Foods, De Cicco Industries, and Milawa
Cheese Company.
