IDP REPORT 

 
New Bulls  
AGRI-GENE:  Panorama Landmine (Nasis code LANDMINE) is the newest 
addition to the Agri-gene Progeny test program, joining GLENADO who 
became available late in 2008. LANDMINE is a REDMONARCH from 
Panorama Lady 47 VG88, who in turn is a daughter of Panorama Lady 38 EX. 
A feature of his pedigree is extreme components (fat & protein %) 
 
SEMEX:  Two young bulls are currently undergoing health testing for the 
Semex progeny test program. These bulls should hopefully become available 
later in the year, so keep an eye out for them.  
 
Use A.I. – it pays!  
Recent research shows that A.I. bred dairy cows are on average $53 per 
year more profitable than their naturally bred coun terparts . Not only do 
they produce more than naturally bred animals, they are also more likely to 
stay in the herd for longer, as AI selection allows you to have more control 
over traits like temperament and milking speed, amongst other things. 
 
The difference in profitability is probably greater still when looking specifically 
at Illawarra’s, given that the Illawarra breed has the greatest production 
differential between AI and naturally bred animals of all breeds. The 
2007-08 National herd recording figures show the following production for AI 
and naturally bred animals: 
 Milk L Fat % Fat kg Prot. % Prot. kg Kg F+P 
AI 6160 3.90 240 3.34 206 446 
Natural 5373 4.04 217 3.43 184 401 
 
If you are thinking that the cost of AI is too high, then consider this: 
To effectively mate a herd of 200 cows in a year round calving herd you would 
need at least 4 bulls (more for seasonal or split calving herds). To maintain 
these bulls, each will require around 2.5 tonnes Dry Matter (DM) per year. At 
a cost of $200-$250/t DM, this equates to a total of $2000-2500 in feed. 
 
Assuming you would need to replace on average 2 bulls per year at a 
replacement cost of around $1000 (cost of purchasing good breeding stock 
minus cull value of old bull), you are looking at another $2000. Therefore you 
are facing a total cost of $4000-$4500/year. This would go a long way toward 
covering your AI bill if you use a combination of proven & PT sires!. 
 
So support the Illawarra Progeny Test programs, not  only does the 
future of our breed depend on it, it means more mon ey in your pocket, 
because the bottom line is: AI = Greater profit!

A very large gathering of mourners 
attended the funeral of Alex 
MacLean held at the Moss Vale 
Presbyterian Church on the 23rd 
March 2009.  Three people gave 
eulogies: 
 
Mr Geoff Larsen a friend and 
neighbor recounted Alex’s 
involvement in the community of 
Moss Vale and Werai, his interest 
in local issues and his long time 
membership of the Moss Vale 
Cricket Club.  Geoff also mentioned 
Alex’s resilience to his health 
problems over many years.  He 
also spoke on Alex’s involvement 
of the Dairy Community. 
 
Mr. G. Phillips spoke on behalf of 
the Moss Vale and Districts 
Basketball Association.  Alex was 
awarded Life Membership of this 
organisation.  He served as a 
player, umpire and was elected to a 
number of positions including 
management committee and the 
Judiciary Committee.  Alex was 
highly regarded by the Basketball 
Association as a tireless worker at 
working bees and as a member 
who was always willing to assist 
the Association. 
 
Mr. Gordon Downes spoke on 
Alex’s involvement with the 
Illawarra Cattle Society and his 
passion for breeding and showing 
his Stud Illawarras at local and 
Royal Shows.  He has been a 
member of the Society since 1965 
and registered his first calf in 1967.  
He commenced showing cattle at 
Moss Vale and Robertson Shows 
and soon progressed to the Kiama 
Show and the Jamberoo Spring 
Fair and other coastal Shows of 
Albion Park and Nowra.   
 
Alex has been a long time exhibitor 
at the Sydney Royal Show and was 
appointed to the Provincial Panel of 

Judges in 1987 and progressed to 
the Royal Panel in 1991.  Alex has 
judged many shows throughout 
Australia including Brisbane and 
this year Kiama.  
 
Alex served as President of 
Illawarra and Southern Branch of 
Illawarra Cattle Society of Australia 
(ICSA), Chairman of the 
Tablelands Calf Club and was a 
delegate to ICSA Federal Council 
for Illawarra and Southern Branch. 
Alex served on Federal Council, 
often attended Royal Shows in 
Brisbane & Adelaide, the State 
Conference in NSW, International 
Dairy Week, stud sales etc to 
support fellow members of the 
ICSA and to catch up with his many 
friends.

Alex MacLean - Park Lane  
 
Alex passed on 17th March 2009 
aged 62 years after succumbing to 
an illness he had endured for many 
years. Alex suffered a number of 
set backs and illnesses over his life 
time, having a life threatening blood 
complaint and suffering polio during 
his teen years. Alex also had to 
take over managing Park Lane as a 
young man with both of his parents 
passing during his early years.   
 
Alex started his showing career at 
Robertson Show at a very young 
age competing against well known 
breeders such as John Wills, Joel 
Wills, Jack Emery, Fred Orford, 
Leo Downes and the Norman 
families. He went to Sydney Show 
as a young breeder helping the 
Richardson brothers with their large 
team.  
 
From this experience he went on to 
show Park Lane teams at a number 
of regional shows and Sydney 
Royal. Of later years Alex exhibited 
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Brown Swiss cattle as well as 
Illawarra’s with great success. One 
of his disappointments was not 
winning a Senior Champion female 
at Sydney Royal. He was very 
proud in recent years when he was 
appointed Shed Captain for 
Illawarra’s and Sydney Royal.  
 
As a tremendous tribute to Alex a 
group of friends exhibited his team 
at the Sydney Royal of 2009 after 
his passing with great success and 
helped finalize the last sale a 
month later, which Alex had partly 
organised himself while in hospital. 
This sale was a great success for 
the breed with two record prices 
being achieved for dairy cows and 
a great legacy for Alex and his Park 
Lane Stud.

Sarah Parker finalist Rural Women of the Year

 

 

LAST year Sarah Parker was 
thrown into the dairy farming 
deep-end.  

Her husband Raymond was injured 
when his leg was smashed by a 

bull at their property at Undera in 
northern Victoria. 

It then became her responsibility to 
manage their 150-head milking 
herd and the everyday operation of 
the farm. 

"I was surprised what I did know. I 
was able to hit the ground and 
manage the farm," Sarah said. 

Immediately she swung into action, 
drawing on support from the Young 
Dairy Development Program, and 
was able to find a couple who 
came to milk the cows while she 
organised the business. 
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For Mrs Parker, YDDP has 
provided crucial networks, 
information and support prior to 
and and since, her move from 
Brisbane four years ago. 

Previously working with the Brain 
Injury Association of Queensland, 
Mrs Parker said her husband had 
always dreamt of dairy farming and 
in the lead-up to their move she 
decided to return to university to 
study a masters degree in 
agricultural and rural development. 

This degree became crucial in their 
farm success. 

"I wanted to take the skills I had in 
the city and use them in the 
country," she said. 

"I knew I needed a job (off-farm) to 
help us buy a farm and build up a 
business." 

Working at the University of 
Melbourne's Dookie College for 
four years, Mrs Parker became 
passionate about agricultural 
education and promotion and is 
now a member of several advisory 
groups and committees working to 
improve the image of agriculture as 
a sustainable and innovative career 
option.  

In her new role as YDDP northern 
coordinator, this passion has 
flourished. 

Recently announced as a Rural 
Industries Research and 

Development Corporation Victorian 
Rural Woman of the Year finalist, 
Mrs Parker wants to expand her 
ideas to support young people in 
the rural sector, while encouraging 
new skilled talent to regional areas. 

She hopes to do this with a 
website. 

If all goes to plan, people will be 
able to log-on and access forum-
type discussions, case studies 
about people moving to country or 
back the regional Australia after 
time in the city as well as contacts 
and other helpful information. 

Described as "one step further than 
Farm Day", Mrs Parker said the 
website would also help develop 
young people's skills. 

"People part of the project in rural 
and regional areas will gain skills 
from participation as well as self-
esteem," she said. 

Hammering home her message, 
Mrs Parker said those thinking 
about making the move to the bush 
would be welcome. 

"You don't have to study agriculture 
to contribute to the future of rural 
and regional Australia," she said.

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National Identification  

 
Once again I would like to take this 
opportunity to remind members to 
send in the National Identification 
numbers for their cattle either at 
registration of if processed through 
your data centre later once you 
receive the new National ID. The 
National ID number issued from Kiama 
is only a provisional National ID and 
should be replaced by the number 
issued by your Herd Recording 
Centre.  
 
ICSA is still missing out on data going 
through to ADHIS please make sure 
that you have only one (1) NATIONAL 
ID for each of your animals by letting 
us know the one issued by your Herd 
Recording Centres.  
 
What needs to be done to fix the 
problem is all those breeders who 
are Herd Recording or have 

received a National ID from another 
source must notify LBC when 
registering what the National ID is 
for each animal.  
 
Unfortunately there isn’t a spot on a 
herd book entry form for this number 
(there is a section on the forms for 
online registrations) so please use an 
extra line when completing your 
applications to notify LBC of this 
number and hopefully then the ABV’s 
etc will go up as we will finally be 
getting the right information to ADHIS. 
 
Remember in order to get ABV values 
listed through ADHIS you need to 
supply this information, please also 
remember to have some contemporise 
form your herd classified so that the 
bull ABV’s will be taken into account 
by ADHIS no contemporaries not 
ABV’s.

ALAN EDWARD LAWLEY 15.1.1923 TO 

30.5.2009 
 
ALAN ’S FUNERAL WAS HELD IN THE MAIN 

PAVILION AT MALENY SHOWGROUNDS 

ON JUNE 5, 2009.  THE FOLLOWING IS AN 

EXTRACT FROM THE EULOGY PRESENTED 

BY ALAN ’S SON, ED. 
 
Alan was born 15th January 1923 to 
parents Ernie & Minnie Lawley, and 
he had 2 sisters, Evelyn and Val. 
 
Alan left school early when he was 
about 13-14 year old to help on the 
farm. To further his education, he 
enrolled in a couple of 
correspondence courses for English 
and motor mechanics, lessons which 
continued when he entered the Air 
force during the Second World War. 
 
After the war, Alan returned home to 
work with his parents at “Arley”, the 
dairy farm they had developed.  
Ernie Lawley, Alan’s father, had bred 
a beautiful herd of AIS dairy cattle 
and was having great success with 
showing his cattle and breaking 
many milk production records. 
 
Harry Williamson, a shopkeeper, had 
newly settled in Maleny town and 
purchased the local drapery store.   
Harry had a beautiful young daughter 
named Jessie and Alan took a keen 
interest in her. They married in 1949, 
and lived with his parents while their 
house was built. They gave birth to 
five exceptionally beautiful children, 
Robyn, Janette, Edward, Greg and 
Margaret.  
 
Alan carried on with his father’s work 
of breeding Illawarra cattle. He was a 
pioneering young farmer and always 
keen to try something new, much to 
the horror of his peers. 
As a young boy growing up, Ed 
witnessed how his Dad had a special 
bond with each dog he had, and they 
would respond to his every wish. He 
would train them to muster his cattle 
but also have fun with them in many, 
often very humorous ways. Ed 

recalls how in the old walk-through 
dairy at the end of every milking Alan 
would cause the milking machine 
vacuum line to make a noise similar 
to a trumpet with his hand. Well, the 
dogs would start howling causing a 
real din. Alan would point to each 
one like a conductor and they would 
each howl their song.  
 
One dog named Richard, or 
nicknamed “dirty dick” by Alan’s wife 
Jessie after he got her dog pregnant, 
would dive into the creek.  Alan had 
a water hole in most of the paddocks 
around the farm, and if he was 
putting out fertilizer with the tractor 
as he got closer to the chosen water 
hole, he would raise his hand and 
send Richard into the water.  Richard 
would dive in like a human with his 
nose between his paws. 
 
Alan’s passion was breeding and 
showing cattle.  He loved his AIS 
cattle and loved the time spent with 
other cattlemen. 
 
He was a Queensland Illawarra 
Branch committeeman for more than 
20 years and Publicity Officer for 
more than 10. He served on the 
classification, management and 
inspections committees of the 
Queensland branch. He was also on 
the panel of Royal Show judges for 
many years and officiated at Sydney, 
Adelaide and Perth royal shows, 
Kiama twice, Shepparton and 
innumerable country shows. Alan 
had a lifetime association with the 
Illawarra breed and involvement in 
the AIS Society affairs and was 
elected Federal President of the 
Society in 1971. He completed a 
three year term. At the Brisbane 
Exhibition in the year 2000, Alan was 
overwhelmed to be presented with a 
Life Membership of the Illawarra 
Cattle Society of Australia 
 
As a young boy, Ed recalled that 
Alan always seemed to be going to 
meetings as he took an active role in 
his community.  Alan was a 
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foundation member of the Maleny 
branch of the Queensland 
Dairyman’s Organization and was 
Branch President for three years. He 
was a Wide Bay District Councilor of 
the QDO and District Vice President 
for several years and proxy State 
Councilor for Wide Bay.  He served 
on the Maleny Show committee for 
more than 20 years while also being 
a member of the Maleny Rotary club 
and RSL. He was also a Maleny 
P&C committee member and 
President for several years, a 
member of the Odd Fellows Lodge, 
and an active member of Maleny 
Masonic Lodge.  
 
All throughout Alan’s life he was 
troubled with chronic asthma. He 
would come home from showing at 
the Brisbane Exhibition exhausted 
and spend weeks recovering in 
hospital. It would put an enormous 
workload on his mother, sister and 
wife Jessie who were left to operate 
the farm. We nearly lost him to 
Asthma when he was in his forties 
and Jessie was told to prepare 
herself to carry on alone. We were 
told he wouldn’t live past 48yo.  
 
In his later years when Alan was 
unable to drive long distances, Jock 
Johnston would take him to Illawarra 
Cattle Club meetings. He especially 
loved the days when Jock’s nephews 
went along. He loved the debates 
about introducing various bloodlines 
and talking about cattle. He was 
always keen to catch up with his old 
mates and look over their herds. 
Alan had been away with Jock and 
Fraser Skerman to the Mt Pleasant 
show in SA. He had been released 
from hospital with some drugs prior 
to going and his health improved as 
soon as they were on the road. They 
had a great trip. A couple of years 
later Jock was off to judge at 
Adelaide. Once again Alan was in 

Maleny Hospital with his usual 
asthma related problem. He really 
wasn’t well enough to travel but 
finally talked Doc Dingle into letting 
him go. Doc reasoned with Ed at the 
time saying that he may as well die 
doing something he loved rather than 
sitting in hospital and fretting.  
 
Well Alan’s health didn’t improve this 
time, and Jock and brother Stan had 
to admit him to Broken Hill Hospital. 
‘Don’t worry old fella we’ll pick you 
up on the way home’, said Jock.  
Alan didn’t improve that quickly and it 
was several weeks before Greg and 
Ed could bring Alan back home by 
plane.  After that, Greg and Ed put 
restrictions on Alan’s movements 
with Jock and the boys. He was 
restricted to a 150km radius from 
home. Written permission only 
outside that area! 
 
One of his biggest challenges in life 
was alcoholism. Over twenty years 
ago now, Alan joined AA and in the 
process completely turned his life 
around for himself and his family. He 
led by example and through AA 
formed many long lasting new 
friendships. 
 
Through the Masonic Lodge Alan 
and his mate Hank Drent formed a 
committee and together set out 
fundraising to help various 
organizations throughout the 
community. They made a great 
team, never argued, set a plan in 
action and went about completing 
the task. Both were recognised for 
their fundraising work at the Australia 
Day Awards in 2007. 
 
Alan’s coffin was raised on the 
shoulders of his six grandsons, Mark 
and Peter Webster, Adam, Jason, 
Michael and Daniel Lawley and 
marched military style to the Black 
Vintage Dodge Hearse.
