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A Tribute to Frank Scarrabilotti 4-8-1897 - 12-6-20 07 

  
During his lifetime of 109 years, in fact 50 days short of his 110th birthday. He witnessed many changes 
in the history of the World. The Federation of Australia, The first flight of an Aeroplane, The model T Ford 
motor car, Sinking of Titanic, World War 1 The Telephone, Don Bradman scoring 300 runs in a day, Phar 
Lap winning the Melbourne Cup, World War 2, Television, Melbourne Olympics, Exploration of Space, 
Neil Armstrong walking on the Moon, Death of Princess Dianna, Sydney Olympics. 
  
Whilst all of this occurred Frank enjoyed the daily duties of life, being a dairy farmer and a keen Rugby 
Union player. He would frequently tell of the players both local and international and their abilities. Cricket 
and Tennis were his other sporting interests but he loved to see a good race horse. 
But dairy farming was his livelihood and Illawarra Cattle his specialty. Frank was best remembered for his 
diplomatic and organisational ability. Frank was always regarded as one of natures Gentlemen. During 
this time he gave the Branch members new impetus and direction. For the district was slowly emerging 
from the War years of rationing and short supply of goods and material. The Branch gained members and 
there was far more competitive interest in Showing Cattle at the local Shows. He was elected President of 
the North Coast Branch Illawarra Cattle Society and regrettably served only one term 1961- 63. He was 
appendix examiner during the 1960's and 1970's. 
In later years the North Coast Branch honored Frank with a Life Membership of the Branch. 
  
Frank was a regular spectator at both Sydney and Brisbane Shows, where he endeavored to anticipate 
the Judge's decision even when Frank passed the century he still attended Brisbane Show. Whilst at 
Sydney Show, on Easter Saturday he would attend The Easter Carnival at Randwick to see the 
thoroughbred race horses. 
  
When Frank retired from his Illawarra Stud "Lornesmere" Dairy Farm at Nashua in the mid 1960's and 
moved to Bangalow to live, he still continued to remain active becoming an exceptionally talented 
gardener, specalising in growing Roses. 
  
Frank is survived by his wife of 54 years Nell and daughter Mary Bartlett and Helen Markwick.

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Harold Stewart Mathie      12-3-38 till 3-8-07 

 
Former Holbrook Beef Producer and Picton Dairy Farmer Harold Mathie Passed away on the 3rd of 
August after suffering a stroke. 
 
Harold was well known for his involvement in the dairy industry and the Illawarra cattle society. He 
was born at Nowra in 1938, the second son of dairy farmers Stewart & Ida Mathie. At fourteen, after 
achieving his intermediate certificate he left school to grow commercial poultry, oranges and 
daffodils. 
 
When he was eighteen his father died suddenly and he had to give up his other enterprises to help 
run the dairy. In 1962 he began 45 happy years of marriage to Maureen Pitchfork a nurse from 
Sydney. The dairy wasn’t really viable enough to support the growing families so Harold got a job 
working on St Maur Guernsey stud at Exeter.  
 
In 1965 Harold & Maureen leased Wilton Park a dairy farm near Picton. It was here that they founded 
the Lindale Illawarra stud. Early bloodlines used included New Park and Sunny View. A local dairy 
farmer driving past noticed red cows in the paddock and told Harold that they wouldn’t do any good in 
the Picton area. A few years later he had the second highest producing Illawarra herd in the state. In 
their three and a half years on Wilton Park they battled bushfires, drought and a flood which washed 
away their irrigation pump on the Nepean River. But their enthusiasm was not dampened. In 1969 the 
next door neighbor, fed up with the drought sold his farm to them. 
 
Harold improved the pastures, built fences, put in an irrigation dam & doubled the milk production 
from the same number of cows. The property was the venue for many pasture and cattle field days 
over the years. In 1980 his son Andrew commenced working on the farm & it continued to expand as 
time went on with daughter Lynda joining the team for Four years up until her Marriage in 1988. 
During this time Harold belonged to the Illawarra & Southern branch and held many positions 
including being on the Illawarra Development Program bull selection Committee which involved a lot 
of travel in the Eastern states with Jack Emery & Jim Swan. He represented the dairy Industry on the 
Australian Registered cattle breeders Association and was a Director of Graham Park Artificial 
breeding centre. He regarded it as an honour to serve 2 years as Federal President of the Illawarra 
Society. 
 
In 1990 he made the decision to leave dairying and purchased “Wybalena” a beef property at 
Holbrook where he used his livestock skills to develop a herd of composite cattle. In 2002 Harold 
retired, an adjustment he found hard to make after a life of hard work. Last year he and Maureen 
bought a house on 4 acres in Tocumwal where they planned to spend time gardening and taking it 
easier. 
 
Harold’s Christian faith was the foundation for his values. It was once said that he was too honest for 
his own good. He was always fair & generous. He was extremely hard working and highly respected 
in any organizations he belonged to. He was humble & wise and was able to mediate to get opposing 
parties to reconcile. He took on many positions over the years in the Uniting & Presbyterian 
Churches. 
 
Harold is survived by his wife Maureen, Brother Malcolm, Son Andrew, Daughters, 
Susan Govan, Lynda Snowden, Roslyn Green and Thirteen grandchildren.
